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Interview with Dipak Kumar Jena

Advocate, Supreme Court and Former President & General Secretary,
Antaranga in conversation with Partho Mondal

How did you first become involved with the Antaranga Durga Puja Committee?

When [ moved to the extension area, probably in 2003, Mr. Parimal Mukherjee was the president of
Antaranga. From our society, Mr. Dasmunshi was involved in this committee. So they approached me
for the usual donation for Antaranga. I asked them how many functions they organize and how many
people are involved. What would be the cost of this celebration? At that time, I donated around X750,
which was a good amount. They were pleased with my contribution and tried to involve me in the puja
committee. However, there were some issues within their committee.

They stepped back for a year or two. Later, they learned that I was organizing another puja in my
apartment, as Manas Apartments used to celebrate puja previously as well. Mr. Dasmunshi played a very
crucial role. Mr. Asim Chaudhuri came along with him and persuaded me to join them in Antaranga so
we could organize it in a grand way. That was the starting point in 2004.

I became a life member of Antaranga and over the years have held various positions including President
(2022) and General Secretary (2013) of Antaranga amongst other roles.

What were the most significant changes you witnessed in how the Puja was held?

When I took charge as general secretary in 2013 with Mr. Asim Chaudhuri as president, I found that
participation was very low and people were not motivated to join. So I launched a drive to increase the
number of life members. Through this process, we achieved great success with the able help of many
friends and supporters. At that time, the number of life members was around 30-35, and we crossed 100
life members for the first time.

In 2013, amongst the many people I persuaded to become life members is a couple who run a publishing
company, including online magazines. They featured the Painting Competition on the theme of Swami
Vivekananda's life in 2013 on their online magazine learningandcreativity.com which is still available
online even after 12 years.

Life members are the backbone of any society or organization, and they strive to move forward with their
deeds and ideas. That was a defining moment when Antaranga got a new lease of life.

As the general secretary during 2013, I handled welfare activities: blood donation camps, health check-
ups, park cleaning of the parks, and other community services.

I had caps and T-shirts made with our logo and donated them. The blood donation and health checkup
camp had good attendance, crossing 136 participants or somewhere around that number.

What motivated you to assume the charge of Antaranga Presidentin 2022?

Mr. Asim Chaudhuri who was instrumental in my becoming the General Secretary in 2013 with active
involvement of Mr. Shantanu Bhattacharjee. Mr. Chaudhuri continued to persuade me to take charge of
Antaranga year after year along with other eminent personalities in the vicinity. In 2022 he was suffering
from late stage of cancer and requested me to take charge of Antaranga as his last wish. I was nominated
as the president in a meeting where [ was not physically present.
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How did you build an effective organizing team?

For building an effective team, you need good human resources, what is called HR in the corporate
sector. You need good people with similar mindset, and everyone's goal must be to do better without any
ego. We have to strive to do better without any personal gain, or other selfish interests. One has to be very
pragmatic and open-minded, accommodate everyone's ideas as far as practicable. You cannot dictate to
them, but you can bring them along with you. Either they come along with your idea, or you have to go
with theiridea. Whatever the idea, it has to be good for Antaranga. That has to be the sole criterion.

That's why we brought along very good people when [ was at the helm of affairs during 2013 and 2022.

In 2022, when Puja was held for the first time after Covid, we started and built up a good team. For the
first time, around 25 people were actively involved in the committee in one way or other, and we all
contributed everything we had. Money can be contributed by anyone without involvement, and ideas
can be given by anybody at any time, but turning all ideas into reality is a different aspect. For that, you
need a very good and dedicated team who can execute the ideas.

During 2022 as the president, [ was fortunate to have many good people on our team including but not
limited to Mr Shyamal Datta, Mr. Subhashish Sarkar, Mr. P.K. Mukherjee, Mr. Swapan Mukherjee, Mr.
Tapan Mazumdar, Mr. Partho Mondal, Ms. Shipra Pandya, Mr. Utpal Das Sharma. Besides, there were
many other volunteers who did remarkable work. I particularly involved ladies, Ms. Piyali Nandy, Ms.
Paromita Roychowdhury, and Ms. Aditi Biswas. For the first time, we formalized the accounts in a
scientific manner.

Mr. Shyamal Datta as General Secretary played a vital role in executing many things. We also improved
the Bhog department, which had been lacking for quite some time. In that aspect, Mr. P.K. Mukherjee
was the convener, along with Mr. Satadal Biswas, Mr. Samar Roy and Mr. Abhijit Datta,. They did a
fantastic job, and for the first time, with economical spending, we had excellent Bhog that was
distributed without any problems.

What were the biggest challenges and how did you resolve conflicts?

During the 2013 puja, we encountered very heavy rain with waterlogging of about two feet and we were
supposed to stop the puja. But at that time, our president Mr. Ashim Chaudhuri, and we managed to
continue with the puja with full vigour despite the heavy rain.

The same thing happened during the 2022 puja. The day before our sports day, it rained heavily the
whole day. Most of us were of the opinion that there should not be any sports events because of the heavy
rain. But we said we would continue, and let us see what Maa Durga gives us the next day. Maa Durga
was kind enough and blessed us. We had great success. Mr Amrit Mathur, IAS, former manager of Indian
cricketteam and COO of Delhi Daredevils, inaugurated the event.

Ms. Aparna Mukherjee contributed a lot at that time. We are fortunate to have a good publishing
secretary and editor in Mr. Partho Mondal, who compiled all these events in such a beautiful way that
they could be seen in chronological order.

One thing I must mention is that our brochure was, for the first time in the history of Antaranga,
published on Shasthi, this had never happened before. In 2013, when I was general secretary, we
published it during Diwali, i.e. Kali Puja.

Some of us doubted that it could never happen. But somehow, we managed to do it with our team and
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good people around us and bring out the brochure on Shasthi.

Walk me through the process of conceptualizing and executing the creative and elaborate designs
of Antaranga Durga Puja pandal, especially the celebration of India at 75 years.

In 2013, we did a Belur Math theme, and probably in the 25th year, there was the Rajbari concept. We
involved Mr. Debojit Roy, Mr. Probir Kumar Mittra and Mr. Sujay Samanta who took active interest as
Pandal Management at that time.

We had a very good decoration team along with the Pandal Committee and Puja Committee. We tried
many themes and finally focused on the 75th year of India's independence. We succeeded in executing
that concept. We were also recognized by the umbrella committee of Purbanchal Bangiyo Samiti and
received the prize for one of the best pandal decorations in East Delhi.

I must mention the efforts made by our Decoration Committee, particularly Ms. Piyali Nandy, Ms.
Paromita Roychowdhury, Ms. Latika, Ms. Jayita Banerjee, Ms. Madhumita Das Sarma, Aditi Biswas
and others.

Tell us about how you organize the Ananda Mela, which is the first big event that begins the Puja.

In 2022, for the first time, we got around 52 participants and we announced that we would give them
prizes. Competitions were based on vegetarian, non-vegetarian cooking, cleanliness and other
categories. As far as [ remember, around 400 - 500 people participated in Ananda Mela which continued
for atleast three and a half hours. Everyone enjoying and appreciated this this program.

There were three distinguished personalities as judges who evaluated the quality of food and other
aspects to decide the prizes for participants. The panel consisted of Mr. Atanu Chakraborty, HDFC
Chairman and former Finance Secretary, Government of India; Mrs. Seema Naqvi, distinguished
painter, social worker and wife of Mr. Mukhtar Abbas Naqvi, ex-Cabinet Minister; and Mr. Kumar
Burman, former Secretary of the Government of Delhi.

What I believe is that if we put our hearts and minds into any project or endeavour, there must be some
way we can be recognized. I understand the potential so many people are involved and can deliver
results. But we require a little persuasion, encouragement and appreciation.

Disillusionment is immense and we are detached from each other in many ways. We have to find some
way to motivate them and bring them along. In any organization, there is bound to be discontent some
things can be controversial.

How did you ensure that both older Bengali residents and younger generations remained engaged
with the celebration? And especially non-Bengalis?

You must remember that nowadays, to have a Durga Puja that celebrates Bengali culture, heritage, and
pride, we need many hands. Since the number of Bengali families here is very limited, we have to seek
help from non-Bengali people and get more contribution from the corporate sector, whose contributors
may not be Bengalis.

Our collection and donations were not very encouraging at some point, but because of the increase in life
members, contributions gradually increased. Time and money are like jawan and kisan both have
importantroles to play.
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What was your most memorable moment as President/Secretary?

In 2013, Mr. Shyamal Datta was Bhog Secretary. At that time, there was very heavy rain, and as I
mentioned earlier, the water level was two feet from ground level.

We somehow managed the situation. Bhog had to be distributed, and the bhog committee was in a
difficult situation. We couldn't manage to clean the utensils properly. When we (myself & Shyamal
Datta) volunteered to clean the utensils, Mr. Subhashish Sarkar and Mr. Makhan Shah came forward,
pushed us back and were about to start cleaning the utensils themselves. At that moment, I was moved to
tears.

As we were in charge, we had to do all these things. But these people came forward and volunteered to
do all the acts for serving bhog and other related activities. That moment [ will never forget in my life.

In 2022, while we encouraged many to become life members, the inductions of Ms. Chaitali Mukherjee,
Ms. Purnima Samaddar, Ms. Sutapa Mukherjee, and Ms. Sonali Majumdar stand out as particularly
noteworthy and deserve special mention.

Among the many events we hosted, two stood out as true highlights mega shows featuring renowned
artists Raghav Chatterjee from Kolkata and Jolly Mukherjee from Mumbai. Both performed exclusively
for Antaranga in Delhi, captivating thousands in attendance at the Antaranga pandal. Jolly Mukherjee's
performance reached an even wider audience through a live broadcast on seven TV channels and repeat
telecasts across sixteen channels.

Whatis your vision for the future? How do you plan to take Antaranga forward?

Taking Antaranga forward isn't a one-person mission it must be a shared vision. Progress can
only happen when a group of like-minded individuals come together with a common purpose.
Financial support matters, but time, energy, and commitment are just as important.

To build something meaningful, we must open up, shed personal biases, and truly involve others
listen to their ideas, motivate them, and collaborate. Your idea may not always be the best, but
someone else's could be brilliant. They might not have deep pockets, but they may bring tremendous
value in other ways.

Negativity is easy to find but moving forward with a positive mindset is what leads to success. Yes,
actions might lead to mistakes, but inaction guarantees nothing. It's often those on the sidelines who
criticize but only because they aren't doing anything to begin with. Fortunately, that mindset is
fading.

Now, we're at a critical juncture: we either reach out or miss out. The future of Antaranga depends
on collective effort across ages, backgrounds, and abilities. Everyone's contribution counts. Let's
move forward, together.
